    See Corner Connection with Knob detail.
4) Attach A10 clamp to front of vertical [2]. See A10 Clamp detail.
5) Connect graphic to Velcro on back of assembled backwall.

Connections are kept very simple; no tools required. Everything assembles with push-button connectors.

Cleaning and Packing Your Display
1) Use care when cleaning aluminum extrusion or acrylic inserts. Use only non-abrasive cleaners.
2) Retain all packing material. It will make re-packing much easier and will reduce the likelihood 
    of shipping damage.

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Steps:
1) Attach wings and shelf to clamps. See A10 Clamp detail.
2) Attach shelf to vertical [2], using clamp.
3) Attach graphic to vertical [3], using standoffs and caps.
    See Graphic Attachment detail.
4) Connect lights where desired. See Light Connection detail.
5) Place assembled canopy onto canopy mounts, making
    sure zipper is facing back.
